From 1-40 West — take Business 40/Hwy 421 to Cloverdale (exit #4) and
turn right at the bottom of the ramp. Turn right on Miller St. and the Post
will be on the right just before the Business 40 overpass.

From 1-40 East — take Business 40/Hwy 421 to Cloverdale (exit #4A which
will loop around) and turn right at the bottom of the ramp. Turn right on
Miller St. and the Post will be on the right just before the Business 40
overpass.
