
Ride For Waccamaw Boys and Girls Home - May 1, 2010 

Letter of Instruction (LOI)   

 

 

Mission Statement:  Conduct a motorcycle ride from various locations to an assembly area and 

ride in force for the final mile to the Lake Waccamaw Boys and Girls Home to interact with the 

children while raising as much money for them without placing riders or children at risk. 

 

Cost:  $25.00 per single rider or $35.00 with passenger.  Cost includes tee shirt and lunch.  We 

will need to get a headcount with tee shirt sizes no later than April 15, 2010 to guarantee a tee 

shirt on May 1, 2010.  So please send your completed release form (see enclosure 1) and check 

made payable to American Legion Riders Chapter 72, PO Box 103, Aberdeen, NC 28315 by 

April 15, 2010.  We also welcome you to roll your checks and shirt orders up locally and submit 

one check as a group by April 15, 2010.  We will try to have additional tee shirts for purchase 

and those received after April 15, 2010; however, if shirt is unavailable, $6.00 will be refunded 

from entry fee, upon request, to offset the tee shirt.  A proposed tee shirt screen is provided as 

enclosure 3.   

 

Sponsors:  Are welcomed to donate!  There will be an event tee shirt and the first sixty sponsors 

making a donation of $50.00 or more will have their name/business listed as a sponsor on the 

back of the shirt, but donations of any amount are welcome!  We are a nonprofit organization, so 

please have sponsors complete one of the Sponsorship Forms, provided as enclosure 2, so that 

we can get them a letter for their tax deductible donation.  Cut off to have sponsorôs name added 

on the shirt is April 15, 2010.  A proposed tee shirt screen is provided as enclosure 3.   

 

Aberdeen Leg:  Anyone who wants to ride with Chapter 72 to the assembly area are welcome to 

meet with us at Aberdeen American Legion Post 72, 211 East Main Street, Aberdeen, NC 28315 

at 0800 hours on May 1, 2010.  We will have a cup of coffee, a pre-ride safety briefing at 0845 

hours, and we will roll at 0900 hours.  Route maps will be provided on day of ride.  Trail vehicle 

will be provided, just in caseé  Each individual or group that plans to meet us at the assembly 

area will need to plan their route to meet us there around 1200 hours.  That way will have a 

chance to knock the dust off, finalize transactions, and stretch. 

 

Assembly Area:  We will assemble at Columbus County High School located on Old Lake Road 

across Highway 74 from Lake Waccamaw, NC.  Please see map provided as enclosure 4.  Funds 

will be finalized, tee shirts and meal tickets will be issued, and final briefing before moving the 

final mile as a group to Lake Waccamaw Boys and Girls Home.  We will go kickstands up for 

the final move at 1300 hours.  The rain date will be May 2, 2010. 

 

At Lake Waccamaw:  We will be provided with a lunch, have a check presentation, and hang 

with the kids for a while.  Each individual and/or group will choose their own departure time.

known or unknown, fully, finally and forever by the signing of this waver. 

In signing this document, I represent that I am fully knowledgeable of the danger and 

hazards associated with riding motorcycles.  I certify that I am duly licensed and 

competent to operate a motorcycle in a safe manner, and the vehicle is in a safe operating 

condition.  I wil l be riding on public highways and am solely responsible to determine the 

speed and operational characteristics of my motorcycle while participating in the ride.  I 

hereby release and hold harmless, American Legion Riders Sandhills Chapter 72 and The 

Boys and Girls Homes of North Carolina, Inc., executives or members, Law Enforcement 

agencies against any and all claims, causes of action, or any other liability of any kind 

arising from my activity of riding by motorcycle.  

I certify that I have no known physical or mental impairment that may affect my safety or 

the safety of the group and that I am 21 years old or older.  I understand that the choice of 

wearing a helmet or other protective gear is solely my own and that I am responsible for 

my compliance with all state laws, including those regarding helmets. I certify that I am not 

under the influence of any narcotic, alcohol, or other drug that may impair my 

understanding or judgment and that I will not at any time during the ride operate my 

motorcycle under the influence of any drug or alcohol.  I also understand that this Waiver 

and Release is in force for the duration of the ride and covers any and all activities.  

WE WILL BE ON SCHOOL PROPERTY.  NO WEAPONS, PLEASE!
